Lobdell Lake

Available: Thursday, Friday, Saturday
Difficulty: Intermediate - Advance | 70 miles

This ride leaves the Walker Community center via paved
roads for approximately 3 miles, then onto dirt roads.

Ride #2

Quaint Little Cabin in the Woods

Available: Thursday, Friday, Saturday
Difficulty: Intermediate | 70 miles
UTV’s Welcomed!

Leave the Walker Community Center and ride along a
paved road to the trail head. Travel on a dirt trail stopping
along the way to see an old mine, vistas of the Sierra Ne-
vada’s then out along a canyon and ridges. Ride along an old
windy trail amongst free range cattle. Keep a sharp eye out
for deer and other wildlife. Ride to the old Nugent cabin
(elev. 8271) as our destination. A short ways past our stop is
the original cabin, use your imagination to take yourself
back in time and picture the activities that once took place
here. Make sure you see the old “river water” shower!
Spectacular views and wildlife abounds. Bring your camera.
Bring your lunch as we will stop along the way to eat.

Desert Creek Trail

Available: Thursday, Friday, Saturday
Difficulty: Beginner - Intermediate | 70 miles

This ride leaves directly from the Walker Community Center
via a paved road. Stops along the way include an old mine
and a stop along a beautiful creek. This ride includes both
forest and high desert riding. You will cross streams as we
head to the picturesque town of Wellington in Smith Valley
Nevada. Lunch stop will be at quaint local Deli where you
can purchase lunch (lunch is on you) or pack you own lunch.
The ride continues along the West Walker River with views
of the Antelope Valley from the north. Bring your camera,
see if you can spot the wildlife.

Ride #4

Rocklin Mine Trail

Available: Thursday, Friday, Saturday

Difficulty: Advanced | 100 miles

UTV’s allowed on Thursday’s ride - ATV’s ONLY on all other
days!

Beginners are NOT allowed on this ride! This ride can be
8+ hours long and is fast paced! If you are a slow rider—
do not come!

This is a great ride and fast paced! Ride outto trailhead via a
paved road (option to trailer to trailhead). Then fast paced
across one mountain range heading for the Sweetwater
mountains. Pace slows up a bit as we head for the hills. Keep
an eye out for a bear or deer. Wind our way through some
canyons and along ridges. We ride into the Wilson Mine
area as we stop to see some old buildings, the stamping mill
and more. We then head down the mountain into high desert
with fantastic panoramic views before turning back up into
the mountains and a great red rock canyon. Our next stop
will be the Rocklin mine that has a year round ice flow inside
(you can look but not safe to enter). From here, we start our
way home as we travel through some open ranges with
breathtaking views, along some narrow sandy trails and then
towards back home. Pack your lunch, water and supplies.
Extra gas is required, bring your own!

Ride #5

Wilson Creek Camp-over

Available: Thursday Only (Thursday & Friday 2 day over-
night ride)

Difficulty: Intermediate - Advanced | 112 miles

UTV’s Welcomed!

Note that this is a two day camp-over ride. You are re-
sponsible for carrying your own camping gear (sleeping
bag, tent, etc.), water and extra fuel!

There is an extra $20 charge for this ride to cover the cost
of dinner.

This is the last of the rides to take off from the Walker Com-
munity Center. This ride uses some of the same trails as the
Rocklin Mine ride. We travel across one mountain range into
another. Fromdirt roads to dirt trails. We traverse the sec-
ond range down into Smith Valley onward to the Walker
River and our campsite. Dinner is a “Hobo” style stew dinner
that always receives great reviews from riders. Bring your
fishing pole and fish the world-famous Walker River (Nevada
license is required). The next morning rise to the smell of
the great outdoors (breakfast is continental style). Then
mount up and head towards home.

See the Stars Night Ride

Available: Friday Night Only!
Difficulty: Intermediate | 35 miles
ATV’s ONLY!

Beginners are NOT allowed on this ride! If you are a slow
rider—do not come!

This ride will leave the Walker Community Center at ap-
proximately 7:30 PM and is scheduled to return by 10 PM
(return time depends on the speed of the group and desires
of the group).

Our goalis “Sap Ass Point”. This Top of the Mountain stop-
ping point will give everyone tremendous views. With the
New Moon having been on June 12th, our trip should still be
lit up by the Moon (albeit not a full moon).

It is recommended that you bring warm clothing and rain
gear. Even with warm (hot) days, the evenings at elevation
can be cool if not cold.

This ride is limited to the number of riders and is subjectto
cancellation at our discretion.

It is important to plan for all types of weather. The weather in the Sier-
ras can change almost hourly and in June that is so true. Days start off
cool and warm up quickly - but rain can follow in early to late after-
noon so be prepared!

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ENVIRONMENTAL CONCERNS

The Eastern Sierra ATV Jamboree is very environmentally conscien-
tious and insists that all participants be aware of potential environ-
mental related problems. Our policy is to be absolutely
“environmentally friendly” by adhering to the following:

Keep your ATV on designated roads and trails at all times. Your ATV
wheels must be absolutely in the established wheel tracks. Do not
ride or even park your ATV off the trail, in the grass, brush or on any
vegetation. Participants must confine their riding to inventoried,
mapped, signed and designated ATV routes; specifically those as out-
lined by the Jamboree and designated in our Special Use Permit from
the Forest Service. Trained guides will keep you on those designated
trails, if you will follow them carefully.

There are a number of smaller stream crossings on the established
trail systems. When crossing steams, always cross at a right angle to
the stream flow; this is the shortest path to the other side. Most stream
beds consist of rock so your crossing will not stir up any sediment.
However, this may not be the case in some of the smaller streams.
Please cross slowly and carefully, trying not to stir up or damage the
muddy bottom.

Please be aware of sensitive riparian areas adjacent to many streams.
While the established trail will not traverse these areas, you must be
careful not to cause any damage when you cross steams. Avoid run-
ning over any vegetation, including young trees, shrubs and grasses.
Again, stay in the established wheel tracks and follow your guide.

Please be sensitive to the needs of wildlife, livestock, ranchers,
horsemen, hunters and other uses and users of the trail. Do not harass
wildlife or livestock. It has been suggested that upon sighting wildlife,
we slow down or stop our machines, leave the engines running, and
stay on your ATV. Most animals will not be alarmed by your passing
or watching. However, if you stop quickly, turn off your engine and
climb off your machine, the change seems to alert them and they will
tend to move away from you. Remember, this is their habitat and we
MUST respect their “space.”

DO NOT pioneer any new trails.

Tread lightly! Leave no trace that you were there. Always leave the
trail better than you found it. Please help eliminate trash that may be
found along the way. As for your own trash, “if you pack it in, pack it
out.” If you enjoy riding the trails, please contribute to their mainte-
nance and upkeep.

The Eastern Sierra ATV Jamboree reminds you that it is a privilege to
use the trail, and that the user is responsible to maintain that privi-
lege. By obeying these guidelines we can continue to enjoy this
unique system of trails and the privilege of riding on public lands.

LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

Northem Mono Chamber of Commerce, its
sponsors and supporters, have tried to take
every possible precaution to assist you in
having asafe and enjoyable adventure while
you are here. Because of the nature of this
particular sport, it must be understood by
every participant that there are inherent
dangers in riding ATV's/lUTV’s. The Jambo-
ree, its sponsors and supporters and public
land management agencies cannot be re-
sponsible or liable for any accidents or mis-
haps, or personal or property damage which
occurs during Jamboree events. By register-
ing for the Jamboree, each rider takes upon
himself personal responsibility for his own
safety and well being, and that of others in
his care. A State sponsored rider training
course is offered to every rider who desires
such training prior to participation in Jambo-
ree events. This course is voluntary but is
strongly recommended for new or less ex-
perienced riders (NeverEver and Beginner
riders).

Riders are required to stay with their groups
and follow designated guides. This will help
provide for the safety and comfort of all rid-
ers. Guides wil assist the group in detemin-
ing and maintaining a safe and comfortable
speed and will detemine the routes to be
followed. We must emphasize that the trais
are not built nor intended for speed. They
are intendedfor a more leisurely pace which
lends itseff to the nature of the trails and the
mountainous, often rough, terrain. Good
judgment and responsible riding, on the part
of every rider, must be exercised at all times
on the trail. Each rider will be responsible for
compliance with the conditions set forth
herein, and for the condition and operation
of his or her own ATV and related equip-
ment, and of his or her own safety and per-
sonal protective gear, and that of those in

his charge.

California and Nevada State ATV laws indi-
cate that where trails are located on pubiic
lands, and have been properly designated
as open to ATV use, those invoved in land
management, and organized, pemitted
uses on those trails bear no responsibility or
liability for accidents which may happen due
to trai use or participation in events involv-
ing those trails. Again we emphasize per-
sonal responsibility for safety and well being
on the trail.

Jamboree personned have attempted to
assign a rating to each event, in order to
help riders detemine which events will be
within the scope of their experience and
ability, and to avoid those that may be be-
yond their abiities. These ratings are not
according to any established system, but
have been based only on the experience
and personal knowledge of the guides. A
variety of rides have been selected in an
effort to provide events suitable to the abili-
ties and wants of every rider. If riders have
any questions or concems about the diffi-
culty of any event, they should ask the
guides or other Jamboree personnel prior to
joining with the group. Riders are encour-
aged to pick the Jamboree rides and events
which suit their individual experience and

riding abilities.

Safety and Tips

ATV Safety

The following suggestions are intended to makey our ATV ride saf e and enjoyable.
Y our focus on safety should start before you leave home and continue urtil all the
equipment is put away.

All Jamboree trail rides will be led by competent guides who arefamiliar with the trails
to be used and the condtions to be met. There will be enough guides to ensure that
ev eryone takes the right trail at junctions, and to make sure that no one falls behind
the group. Fory our own safety and peace of mind, and that of the entire group, we
require that ev ery rider stay with the group and follow the assigned guides. Those
who preferto travel faster than the group and who decide to strike out on their own
are generally the ones who have troubles. All Jamboree rides are classified as to the

difficulty of the trail and necessary rider skill and experience.

Ride Difficulty Definitions: -
Beginner - These rides are almost wholly on dirt roads. Some of the beginner rides
may include short moderately steep sections or switchbacks.

Intermediate - Intemediate rides generally include some road and ATV trail portions
with some steep, rough or challenging trails. A ride may also be intemediate in nature

due to its length.

Advanced - Advanced rides will generally include portions that are steep, rough, and
otherwise difficult to maneuv er. In some cases, rides are listed as advanced because

of the length of the ride.

Please note that Beginner riders who place themselves in an advanced group may
become a problemto the entire group.

Everyone MUST wear a helmet and protective gear. Eye protection is recommended
because of branches out over the trails. Flying dirt, dust, rocks and insects can get
into unprotected ey es. The other safety clothing is for sudden spills that can be
caused by ruts, rocks or roots that can throw an ATV and its rider off course and into
a spill. This is especially true if arider is trav eling toofastfor trail conditions or per-

sonal ability.

Don'’t push yourself beyond your limits either in the speed or distance you plan to

trav el. Exceeding ether limit leads tofatigue and loss of control which can cause acci-
dents. The trails are meant for leisurely travel, notfor speed. Most ATV accidents can
be attributed to excessive speed; traveling too fast for conditions. Accidents may also
be caused by excessive dust and limited visibilty. Y ou can minimize dust and in-
crease your riding safety and enjoyment if y ou allow 15 to 30 seconds between your-
seff and the rider ahead of y ou. Do nat be afraid that the group will leavey ou. Each
ride always has a guide upfront, and afollow-up person behind whose job it is to al-
way s be the last one in the group and make sure no on gets left behind. We suggest

this spacing as a critical saf ety tip.

Y ou should plan to carry plenty of water or other non-alcoholic liquid. Unless you are
used to the aridity of the high desert you can lose more body fluids thany ou realize,
leading to dehydration and exhaustion. Do not drink water from steams. Giardia, a

water-borne disease, is found in all surf ace waters and can ruin a good vacation.
Tips

STATE AND LOCAL ORDINANCES - Please observe the following safety tips, State
and Local ATV ordinances:

Do not drink alcohol or use drugs while riding. As with autos, riding an ATV while un-
der the influence of alcohol or drugs can lead to serious accidents involving you and/
or other members of your group. California State law prohibits the use of drugs or

alcohol while operating an ATV or any other motor vehicle.

Observ e the same traffic laws as other normalv ehicles. Courtesy goes a long way in
avoiding and preventing problems with other users.

ATV’s shall yield right-of -way to automobiles at all times. Parts of the trail are also
used for larger vehicles so be cautious and yield right-of -way to them always while
riding. ATV’s shall also yield to horseback riders who may be using the same trail.
When meeting horseback riders please pull off the trail and turn off your engine, al-

lowing the horse to pass without being spooked by your machine.

All ATV trails and roads are subject to two-way traffic. Please use extreme caution
when riding to avoid head-on collisions. Be courteous when allowing other riders to
pass.

ATV use in cities and towns is restricted to designated routes except to directly ac-
cess motels, gas stations and other related services and activities, and for direct ac-
cess to the trail. Each city and town has certain streets designated as ATV routes.
Maps can be made av ailable upon request. Please use and respect these designated

streets and other users andy ield to normalv ehicle traffic.

Please stay on a designated trails and prevent the disturbance and misuse of public
lands. Riding on public lands is a privilege. Please help us to preserve it.

All drivers must be a minimum of 16 years of age (see Calif ornia state law). Addiional
riders (behind/next to a driver) are allowed on legal two-seaters. These additional

riders can be under 16. There are no exceptions!

Thank y ou for observing our community and State ATV laws and ordinances. Y our
strict conformance to these laws will help ensure and preserve your right to use ATV’s
on public lands in thefuture and will enhancey our safety and enjoyment of Jamboree
activ ties.

WILDLIFE - Some visitors are astonished at the massiv e nature of the trail system
and the remoteness of some of the areas. Because of this some have expressed real
concern about encountering wildlif e along the trail. Though there are some wild ani-

mals, they are extremely wary of humans, unless they are protecting their young.

Some species of wildlife arefairly common and encountering these can significantly
enhance the experience of the trail. Deer are common to the area and can be seen on
any part of the trail, particularly at dusk. To view or photograph these animals, stop
your ATV but leav e the engine running and remain on thev ehicle. Changes in sound
or sudden mov ement will startle the animals. Chasing wildlife is illegal because i
stresses them and could lead to their death.

Most of the trail system is on public lands where ranchers hav e permits to graze cat-
tle. Consequently, you may see cattle on any part of the trail. They are completely
harmless. When encountering cows on the trail, simply reducey our speed and con-
tinue driving. They will get out of y our way . Remember that these cows belong to
someone so do not harass them unnecessarily. There are gates along the trail sepa-
rating pastures or land ownerships. Always leave these gates as you find them; open

if youfind them so, or closed if they were closed when y ou arriv ed.

PRIVATE L ANDS - At places the trail may pass through private land. All of the main
loop and some of the side trails f ollows legal rights-of-way across these parcels of
private lands. Some areas of the Forest are closed or restricted to motorized travel to
protect wildlif e habitat, watershed conditions or other recreational opportunities. When
riding remember not to trespass on priv ate property and stay on designated trails.
Remember that riding on trails on public lands is a privilege that is already being
closely scrutinized by environmentalists, polticians and land managers. If y ou stay on
designated trails, tread lightly,” carry out any garbage and generally leav e the land as
youfound it, you will help to preserve your right to ride on public lands.

ELEVATION AND EQUIPMENT - There are several factors that should be consid-

ered due to the high elevation of the trails. Elev ations along the trail range from 5,000
to 12,000feet above sea level. Because of the elevation and low oxy gen lev els, peo-
ple with respiratory problems or heart conditions should consult a doctor bef ore leav -
ing home. Also, people coming directly from near sea level must be aware that physi-

cal stamina until they become acclimatized.

Another result of the trail's high elevations is temperature fluctuations. First, with over
a mile of relief between high and low points, there can be a 20 to 30 degree tempera-
ture difference along the trail. Second, it is common to have a 40 degree temperature
change from morning to night. Along with these temperature fluctuations is the fact
that it never really gets toowarm at 11,000 feet. As a result you should always carry
warm clothing even if the weather appears mild at the start of aride. Y ou should also

make sure your ATV is jetted properly for this altitude.

Prep-planning is the key to a successful trip. Once you embark on the trail, y ou are in
a diff erent world withfew support services. It is important thaty ou hav e ev erything
you might need. This includes having enoughfuel to getfrom onefilling station to the
next.
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
